Victor, along with his partner Shae-Lynn Bourne, are 10 times Canadian Ice 
Dance Champions (from 1992-2002), 6 time world Championship Medallists, including Gold in 
2002, and 3 time Olympians, finishing fourth in Ice Dance at the 1994, 1998, and 2001 Winter 
Olympics. In 2007 they were inducted into the Skate Canada Hall of Fame. While they were 
competing, their athleticism and energy made them stand out. They were the first skaters to do 
hydro-blading, a technique that has the skater skate very low to the ice.
